(In other words, why did you 
choose the symbols, graphics and words that you chose?)  

• What in your poster really helps people understand the importance of being able to read well; read often? 
The statements should be developed by the students, but for younger students, or students with writing 
challenges, the teacher may use his/her judgment and may paraphrase the students’ thoughts and submit a 
statement on the students’ behalf.
